ECN and Strategic VCS Funding

The LSP Executive has recommended a further package of Area Based Grant for ECN, Southall Community Alliance, Acton Community Forum and Ealing Race and Equality Council. This still has to be approved by the LBE Cabinet in January. It is a total 34% reduction on this year and a direct 20% cut in funding for ECN and the other groups-to be made up by additional fundraising, income generation and some reductions in services

Local Area Agreement (LAA) Reward Funding

The LSP has agreed that 50% of future LAA reward funding will go to organisations who delivered LAA targets and 50% held by the LSP Executive in a central pot. This central pot will be used for strategic priorities and should be around £2.4m

The first tranche of reward funding should be received by late 2010/early 2011. During the next few months the LSP Executive will discuss priority themes and a process for commissioning the central pot. ECN will aim to ensure local VCS priorities are considered on a fair and equal basis with those from other LSP partners

Future Funding Rounds

A range of local VCS funding streams are up for review:

· decisions on the recent round of applications for the joint LBE/PCT/ECN Small Grants programme for 2010/11 should be announced by end February

· the new round of applications under the LBE Community Safety and Preventing Extremism grants programmes for 2010/11 will be launched on 14/15 January

· during the next few months discussions will start on future priorities and timescales for the next round of main health and social care grants and general grants for 2011/12
