Art Sport & Culture

The ASC workshop welcomed Ealing's Cultural Strategy and the development of a work plan for its implementation and the opportunities to contribute that this would bring for a range of different VCS groups and organisations across the Borough. 

It noted the effective contribution that ASC make to other key objectives such as community cohesion, health and educational attainment. 

Key concerns were around sustainable funding, the cost and availability of premises, and the barriers faced to accessing activities particularly for those on low incomes.
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
